The nomination form shall be published in an every Student Services Division member
publication and also shall be available on request.

A committee from the Board of Directors will screen all nomination forms and submit a
recommendation for final approval to the Student Services Board of Directors by February
25.

The check and award plague will be presented at the Annual Convention banquet,

A family member, the district director from the candidate’s area, or a chosen delegate in
attendance at the convention, shall accept the award.

Winners must submit a 5 x 7 photograph to be included in the Student Services Division
