Criteria and Guidelines 
 

The following criteria must be used in order to qualify for the state competition: 
 

Overall Format: 
¶ All entries must be compiled on standard 8 ½ x 11 white paper and placed in a three ring binder (1 ıó or wider) 

¶ All pages must be labeled or numbered 

¶ Times New Roman font (12 pt.), double spaced 
 

Content:  Each portfolio must have the following materials in the sequence outlined below: 
 

a. Completed cover sheet that includes name, school, title of project, NCAE Cluster, signatures and date 
 

b. Table of Contents (divided sections in logical manner) 
 

c. Local Nomination Form must be signed by the NCAE Local Unit President (one entry per local) 
 

d. JPEG photo sent electronically to elic.senter@ncae.org  
 

e. A Nomination Letter, written by an individual familiar with your project, should address the theme of the Terry 
Sanford Award.  The letter should be no more than 2 pages, typed using 12 pt. Times-New Roman font 
and double-spaced, on letterhead, and signed with position title. 

 

f. An expository essay written by the applicant of the project, concerning the theme.  The essay must not 
exceed 3 double-spaced typed pages, using 12 pt. Times-New Roman font.  The essay must include an 
overall presentation that is easy to read, standard grammar and conventions, and show that the project is well 
thought out, creative, and innovative. 

 

g. The Project: 
 

i. Content ð must be well organized, descriptive, replicable, and must demonstrate global awareness, 
active leadership in the school community, and critical thinking 

ii. Evidence ð may include. but is not limited to:  student work, photographs, brochures created by the 
applicant and/or students, newspaper coverage of the project, website, blogs, digital media (i.e. CD 
Rom, DVD, USB flash drive, CD, etc.) up to five minutes giving an overview of the project, or other 
types of supporting documentation. 

 
 

Award Screening Rubric: 1 ð No Evidence; 2 ð Poor; 3 ð Fair; 4 ð Good; 5 ð Excellent 
 

Entrant followed all directions  Up to 5 points 

Presentation (easy to read), grammar and conventions.  Up to 5 points 

The nomination letter cites evidence that supports the work of the educator in the specific project.   

What stands out? Up to 5 points   

The essay shows development of the project from beginning to end.  Up to 5 points   

The winner addresses an in-depth project that encompasses theme of thinking globally and acting locally.  Up to 20 points 

Plans/project summaries are well laid out, descriptive and can be replicated by others. Up to 15 points 

The supporting evidence documents the work explained in the project lesson plans/project summaries. Up to 15 points 

Bonus:  The project has a positive impact on the community.  Up to 5 points 

Bonus:  There is one aspect of this project that is exemplary! (Be specific.) Up to 5 points
